Battery

Open the battery cover with the screwdriver, then join the electric lead in to the socket
of battery, you will hear the voice 'welcome', and report the channel number. Align
the electric lead into the slot and place the battery smoothly and screw the cover.

If you want to remove the battery, please do as the above steps.
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Charging and battery maintenance

Charging
Battery should be fully charged before initial use. Optimum battery efficiency will be
achieved after the three full battery charge and discharge cycles.
When the battery level indicator reads ., the battery is depleted. At this point the
radio will start beeping periodically, that means you should charge your radio.
1. Connect the charging USB cable with the AC adapter and the socket of the radio.
2. Plug the AC connector of the power adapter into a main AC wall outlet.
3. When the battery level indicator readsdi , the charge is starting.
4. When the battery level indicator reads fiir; , the charge finishes. Pull out the USB
charging cable.

ARadio should be turned off during charge cycle.

Battery maintenance
The battery for your radio is not fully charged from the factory, so please let it charge
for at least three to five hours before you start using your radio.

Countdown timer

A countdown is a sequence of backward counting to indicate the time remaining before

an event is scheduled to occur. There are a lot of different selections. Please do as below:
1. Press menu key to enter the menu.
2. Using arrow keys to navigate between the menu items until you come to NO.6 ALARM.
3. Press Menu key to select.
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4. Using arrow keys to select different setting.
5. Press Menu key to save and confirm.
6. Press SOS or PTT button to exit the menu.

Selective calling

Sometimes when you are working with large groups of people using the same channel,
things can get very crowed. To minimize this problem, several methods blocking out
unwanted transmission on your frequency have developed. In general, there are two
forms of selective calling in two-way radio systems: Group calling and individual calling.

Group calling, as the name suggest, is one - to-many form of communication. Every
radio in your working group is configured the same way and any radio will make
contact with every other radio in the group.

Individual calling, sometimes also known as paging, is one-to-one many form of
communication. Every radio is programmed with a unique ID code. And only by sending
out a matching code can you get that radio open up to your transmissions.

The Baofeng BF-T1 features three different ways of group calling.
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CTCSS / DCs
Tone-burst (1750Hz)
1. Using these features does not mean that others won't be able to listen in

A on your transmissions.
They only provide a method to filter out unwanted incoming transmissions.
2. CTCSS/DCS only could be changed via program software.

1750Hz Tone-burst
To send out a 1750Hz Tone-burst; press the MONI/VOL key while holding down the
PTT. No further configuration required using this feature.

A If you have the keypad lock enabled on your radio, you can still send a
1750Hz tone the regular way without having to unlock your radio.

Repeaters

A radio repeater is an automated transceiver in a fixed location. Usually mounted
high up on hilltops or on tall buildings, but sometimes they operate within buildings
for internal use. A repeater takes one signal and relays it, usually after amplifying it

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by orders of magnitude. This could be very handy, as this enables you to use a small
low powered hand-held two-way transceiver to reach great distances.
